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The Indian National Flag is a symbol of our national pride and occupies a
unique and special place in the emotions and psyche of the people of India.

Let us hoist the National Flag atop our homes from 13! - 15" August, 2022
to celebrate Azadi Ka Amrit Mahotsav and to mark our Nation's 75 years of
Independence.

Things to know about our National Flag:

# Whenever the National Flag is on display, it shall occupy the position
of honour and should be distinctly placed.

# The National Flag shall not be displayed in an inverted manner;i. e.;
the saffron band should not be the bottom band.

# A damaged or dishevelled Flag shall not be displayed.

# Where the National Flag is displayed on the house of a public, it may
be flown day and night.

# No other flag or bunting shall be placed higher than or above or side
by side with the National Flag.

# The National Flag shall not be flown at half-mast except on occasions
instructed by the Government of India.

# The National Flag shall not be allowed to touch the ground or the
floor or trail in the water.

# The National Flag shall not be used to wrap, receive, or deliver things
and shall not be used as a form of drapery in any form whatsoever.

There shall be no lettering upon the National Flag.

# The National Flag shall not be used to cover the sides, back, and top
of any vehicle.
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
